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Article 1
Name

A. The name of this organization shall be FLORIDA WILDLIFE CONTROL
 ASSOCIATION.
(THE “ASSOCIATION”)

Article 2      The Association shall have a seal that shall be in the following form:

Article 3

The Association’s purpose is to promote the professionalism of its members’ trade as more fully set forth herein.

A.     EDUCATION

(1) The association will offer its members periodic technical training, special seminars. The education is designed to enhance the Associations’ members knowledge of the state of the art techniques and other variables that affect professional wildlife control operators and their businesses in the State of Florida.

B.    SAFETY

(1) The association will establish safety programs to assist the health and well being of its members, their staffs, the industry, the residents of Florida and the environment.
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C.FELLOWSHIP

(2) The association will provide an atmosphere of friendship and cooperation in which it can promote a sharing, helpful and respectful competitive relationship among members.

ARTICLE 4    CODE OF ETHICS

A. The Association’s Board of Directors shall establish and may from time to  

Time, amend, and interpret a Code of Ethics for all the Association’s members, to which shall be required of all members of the Association.

B. Code of ethics of the Florida Wildlife Control Association

(1) Relationship of Member to Public- The member shall always deal fairly and honestly in his advertisements and other solicitations of business. He/She shall always strive to build the public trust.

(2) Relationship of Member to Client- The member shall thoroughly analyze and assess the needs of his clients and shall provide the highest degree of professional service.

(3) Relationship of Member to Association- The member shall be loyal to the principles of his/her association and strive for advancement.

(4) Relationship of Members to Competitors- The member shall not publicly criticize the business or private affairs of a competitor.

(5) Relationship of Member to the Industry- The member shall strive to attain the highest possible educational standards so he may recommend and render intelligent and conscientious services.

(6) Relationship of Member to the Governing Laws- The member shall uphold and abide by the laws and regulations that govern our industry.

(7) Relationship of Member to Wildlife- The member will promote the understanding and appreciation for the economic and health concerns of humans adversely affected by wildlife. In good faith select new or time proven methods for resolving wildlife conflicts and give due consideration to humaneness, selectivity, effectiveness and practicality.
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Article 5   Memberships

A. Classes of membership in this Association are as follows:

(1) The classes of membership shall consist of the following: (a) Active,

(b) Affiliate, (c) Educational, (d) Honorary and (f) Technician

(a) The Active membership class is open to any Wildlife Control operator   

      who is currently meets the following guidelines: (1) permitted under

      Florida law, (2) signs and agrees to the code of ethics (3) has current 

      general liability insurance, (3) show two years field experience, (4)

      have no industry or wildlife related judgments. If so, they must be

      reviewed by the board for evaluation. 

(b) The Affiliated membership class is open to a firm or individual who

     has an interest in the wildlife control industry but is not currently

     eligible for membership in any other category.

(c)  The Educational membership class is open to students currently 

     enrolled in wildlife control course.

(d) The Honorary membership class is open to anyone, as chosen by three

      -fourth vote of the Association’s Board of Directors for the life of the 

       member. The Honorary membership is revocable by three-fourths

       vote of the Association’s current Board of Directors.

(e) The Technician Membership class is open to any employee of a 

permitted wildlife control operator. Membership allows the technician access to any training programs offered by the association as well as any other applicable member benefits.

B. Privileges

(1) Each category of membership in the association shall enjoy all rights and privileges of the membership in the association, which include access to all activities promoted but the association for its membership. Only active members shall be eligible to vote or serve on the association’s board of directors. Active members must be current 
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in all financial obligations due the association before they are eligible for any membership privileges or benefits, including the right to vote.

C. Termination of Membership.

(1) Membership in the Association may be terminated for cause. Cause shall be defined as (a) Violation of any rule or practice properly adopted by the association board of directors, or(c) any other conduct prejudicial to the association. The member shall be notified by letter, signed by the president to a member of the executive board, stating the cause for termination of membership. No member shall be terminated for cause without the opportunity to be heard by the association’s board of directors. The member shall notify the association of their intent to be heard, in writing, at least three weeks before a regularly scheduled board of directors’ meeting.  If the letter is later than three weeks, the member will be placed on the agenda for the next regular board meeting.

(2) Members who are suspended shall not continue to utilize or mention association affiliation, use or submit for use the association’s logo or material, and must forthwith remove any and all of the association’s logos from promotional material, advertising, brochures, stationary, etc. The association’s board of directors shall have the right to bring legal action to enforce the terms of this provision of the associations by laws, among others.

Article 6  
Membership dues

A. Each member shall pay such membership dues as determined from time to time by the associations board of directors, in its sole discretion.

B. Dues will follow the calendar year and are renewable as of January 1 of each calendar year.
